	Number: More and less, counting on from numbers up to 100, counting in steps of 2, 5 and 10. 
Calculation: Doubling and halving, addition and subtraction, problem solving including word problems, multiplication using arrays and division using sharing. 

Money: Making equivalent amounts using coins, finding change. 
Fractions: Finding half and quarters of amounts. 
Measures: Hours, days and weeks, telling the time to the hour and half past the hour, solve practical problems for weight and capacity. 
Geometry: Recognise and name 2D and 3D shape, describing position, direction and movement. 

Applying and choosing the correct skills in different situations and contexts.

	Writing: Learning recount text using Talk4Write. Writing recounts. Writing journey stories. Using capital letters and full stops. Spelling key words. 

Reading: Identifying features of recounts and newspaper articles. Stories from different cultures. 

Phonics: Practising and using all digraphs and trigraphs. Recognising sounds in real and nonsense words.

	Seasonal changes and weather.
Working scientifically. Predicting, observing and questioning.

	Coding: Scratch junior. Following and writing algorithms.

	Geography:  Identify seasonal and daily weather patterns in the United Kingdom. The location of hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the Equator and the North and South Poles.
History: Lives of significant individuals in the past (Neil Armstrong).
