Autumn Term Year 3!
Welcome to Year 3!  We are looking forward to a busy and exciting year ahead.  We would like to share with you some key information to help your child settle in quickly and be ready to learn. 
PE will generally take place twice a week therefore it would be great if your child could bring their kit in on a Monday and leave it in school until Friday.  Children are expected to wear the correct PE kit which includes: white t-shirt, black shorts, trainers or pumps and tracksuit bottoms for outdoor PE in the winter.  Please note that, for safety reasons, children are not permitted to wear earrings for PE.  Additionally, forest school will take place on alternate Thursdays.  Please check Weekly Words as to whose turn it is. On these days please remember to bring a long sleeve top, long trousers and wellies. As the weather turns colder, please send several warm layers, thick socks, hat and gloves.  
We encourage children to read widely and with enjoyment throughout the school. Children will have opportunities to read independently and in groups within school and will still be encouraged to read at home.  It is still important in Year 3 to read regularly with your child at home in order to help develop their fluency and understanding by asking your child tricky questions about what they have read.  Please record each time your child has read at home in their Reading Diary, and they need to bring this in to school every day so that reading at school can also be recorded.  We encourage the children to read every day whenever possible. 
With regard to homework, the children will continue with Read, Write Inc. in Year 3. This will involve them bringing home spellings in their reading diary for them to practise ready for a short test on Mondays.  In addition, we encourage all children to visit Mathletics at least once a week to complete any homework that has been set and to practise their key Maths skills.  
Finally, please remember we are here to have fun, to learn and to keep your child safe.  Therefore, please come and speak to us straight away with any concerns.
